It willstart withacapitalletterandhave ending
punctuation; however, it is neither an independent clause nor a complete idea.

11) Unityof paragraph

Paragraphunityisthemostimportant characteristicofagoodparagraph.
Itdefinesthatallsentencesinaparagraphshouldspeakaboutonesingleideaoronemain subject.

That is,thetopicsentence,thesupportingdetails,andtheconcludingsentenceshould focusononlyone idea. Further,
paragraphs should also be coherent.

12) Preposition

Aprepositionisa part ofspeechthatshowsthe relationofa nounorpronountoanotherword.

13) Organizationmethodofessay

Contraryto popular belief, arun-onsentence isnotasentencethat simplygoesontoo long. Arun-onsentence
isasentencewheretwodifferent ideasare inasentence, butthere is no punctuationorconjunctiontoseparate them.

Thefollowingisanexampleofarun-onsentence:
Iwenttothestorelboughtsomemilk.

Noticethattherearetwo different clausesinthissentence:"lwenttothestore”and"Ibought some milk."We need to
add something between these two clauses to make clearer where one ends and the other begins.

Inthissentence,wehavetwooptionsforcorrectingtherun-on:

1. I wenttothestore.lboughtsomemilk
2. lwenttothestore, andl boughtsomemilk

Wecanchoosetoseparatethesetwoclauses intotwo  separatesentences, orwecanaddacommaand a
conjunction (in this case, "and").

24) Fragmentsentence
Asentence fragmentoccurswhenasentence is missingoneofthekeypartsnecessaryfor ittobeacomplete sentence.
Typically, a fragment lacks a subject-verb relationship. For example,

Duringthenight
Noticethatthisclauselocatessomethingintime/space, butdoesn'ttelluswhatis happening.

Transition signals are connecting words or phrases that strengthen the internal cohesion of your writing.
Transitionsignalsact like bridgesbetweenpartsofyourwriting. Theylink yoursentencesandparagraphs
together smoothly so that they flow and there are no abrupt jumps or breaks between ideas.
